Use a stick or trekking pole to probe your 
way though long grass.

Wear long trousers and or gaiters (or both) for maximum leg 
protection. Always carry three snake bite bandages and be well 
practiced in the First Aid treatment before “reality bites”.

Do not try and catch snakes without being qualified to do so.

Gaiter advice:
The most densely woven, puncture resistant gaiter currently made is 
the Quagmire Canvas Gaiter. All gaiters will add protection, but 
can never offer 100% protection against snake bites.

However, wearing gaiters along with taking care in snake prone 
areas will greatly reduce the risk of being bitten.
